Congratulations on having your abstract accepted for presentation at the 2006 MARLUG Annual 
Conference. Thank you for sharing what you’ve learned with other Mentor Graphics users. 
 
Recall that we require an electronic form of your presentation materials (typically PowerPoint .ppt 
or Adobe PDF .pdf) for inclusion on the conference CD, submitted electronically to 
mailto:marlug_paper_chair@mentorug.org by September 15, 2006. The materials you provide 
will be pre-loaded on a PC attached to the projector in the room you'll be using for your 
presentation. Each room also has an overhead viewgraph projector; you can bring a set of 
viewgraphs as a backup or use the projector to display auxiliary material. If you’re a Mentor 
Graphics employee whose presentation includes information that can’t be published on the 
conference CD, you may bring your own laptop computer, or a copy of your presentation 
materials on CD or a thumb drive. 
  
While we don't require a paper for this conference, we've discovered that attendees find the 
papers are far more useful than presentation materials after the conference. I recognize that 
writing a paper is an extra effort many of you hadn't planned on, but please consider the value it 
adds, both in terms of organizing your own thoughts and the advantages it gives conference 
attendees. Also note that submissions for User2user, the Mentor Graphics International Users 
Conference, require a written paper.
